From the history and geography of
the Tingleff family from Eggebak’s
homeland

Denmark is one of three Scandinavian kingdoms situated in the north of
Europe. It is reckoned as the oldest monarchy of the world. Queen Mar-
grethe is the direct successor in a line of kings stretching back more than
1,000 years. Denmark’s total area is just 43,000 sq. km, equivalent to the
size of Switzerland or one-ninth of California and consisting of the penin-
sula Jylland (Jutland) - some 24,000 sq. km - plus about 75 inhabited 1s-
lands. Total population 5.2 million of people who like to be considered as
¥ friendly, smiling and cozy (hyggelige). This goes for the landscapes too!

Slesvig was a dukedom in the south of Jylland. The king of Denmark was
duke of Slesvig until 1848 when Slesvig was incorporated in the Danish
| kingdom. Unfortunately we lost a war with Prussia only 16 years later
and as a consequence they took all of Slesvig. After the first Great War there was a plebiscite in Sles-
vig, as a result of which the northern part of Slesvig - in Danish called Senderjylland i.e. South Jutland
- came back to Denmark in 1920. Today there are very good relations between Denmark and Germany
in respect to the minorities on each side of the border.

Tender amt (Tonder County) was until 1968 a county in the southwestern part of Senderjylland. To-
day there is only one Senderjyllands amt.

Tinglev sogn (Tinglev parish) is - as Barry and Paula will know from their visit - bor-
. dering on Germany being situated in the southeastern corner of Tender amt. The name

means 7inge’s inheritance (Tinge being a male name). It was mentioned in writing for

the first time in year 1271 (Zingloff) but is considered to be 500-1,000 years older.
Note that the spelling of the town name as well as of the family name varies rather ac-
cidentally (7ingleff, Tinglef, Tinglev, Tingelev etc.). As a main rule
Tingleff is the oldest way - and the German way - of spelling the
name, whereas Tinglev is the official Danish name of the town to-
day. Besides the town of Tinglev (about 5,000 inhabitants) the par-
ish consists of some small villages.

Eggebzek is one of those small villages. The name means edge of brook and was mentioned in writing
for the first time in year 1470 (Egbecke), but is probably much older. The old folks in Tinglev parish
tell about the myth of king Vovl in the kings-yard of Eggebzk. The myth i1s maybe older than the Vi-
kings-ages. There is however none traces or other evidences of the kings-yard or of the king. - It is
merely a myth.

This Tingleff family is unique in the sense that the Tingleff name apparently is adopted while the
family was living in Tinglev parish. Maybe this family descents from king Vevl and his kings-yard in
Eggebak? If the myth tells the truth that is, and if and if... But it is for certain that this family today
lives only in USA, and that Patrick mentioned below is the only one to pass on the Tinglefl' name for
this family.

parish Jes Lorenzen Toft, born 1776, died before 1819 and of Anne Jensen, born 1779,
died before 1819. Both Christina’s parents were in 1803 servants for her parents-in-law.
